Make sure the watch crown is pulled out away from the 
watch case. 

Rotate the crown until the correct time is set on the watch 
then push the crown back in towards the watch case. 



  

 
With the crown now pushed all the way in the watch should 
be working, you should see the second hand moving around 
the watch face. 

Use only a clean dry cloth to wipe over the watch if necessary. 

Your watch is Water Resistant ONLY it’s not Waterproof. 

It IS Resistant to rain and water splashes.  

It IS NOT suitable for swimming, showering or immersion in water. 

A Jeweler or Watch Repairer must be used when replacing a battery.
